
  Terms of the Competition.  

The Cups Men’s Matchplay Championship 

 

1: The Men’s Matchplay Championship is a handicap stroke event and will consist of one 

Draw determined by the number of entries. Event to be played on the dates stipulated in 

the Syllabus or as nominated by the Match Committee. 

 

2:  All financial Male Members of the Dunes Golf Club are entitled to enter the event subject 

to having played 3 or more rounds on the Cups in Club Competitions in the 12 months prior 

to the Championship. (Professionals, Honorary Members or Visitors are not eligible to enter 

the Championship.)  

3: There will be 1 qualifying round of Stableford to determine the Draw for the Matchplay 

Championship. Participants will be given 2 weeks to complete their matches once the draw 

is posted.  

4: All players are responsible for arranging their Matches in a timely manner to ensure 

that the Matches are played within the specified time frame on the Draw sheet.     

5: Failure to be available to play in the allocated time frame by any player will result in a 

walkover to the other player.   It is the players’ responsibility to organise their match time. 

 

6: Full strokes are to be given in the Matchplay (Match index). Handicaps on the date of play 

will apply. Play is from the daily Blue Tee markers. If a match is tied after 18 holes, play will 

continue from the first tee until there is a winner.  

7: Matches are allowed to be played at any time including during club competition times.    

 

8: All current (RA) Rules & local Rules of Golf will apply to this competition. 

 

The Men’s Match Committee is in charge of the Competition and any disputes that may 

arise shall be decided by this Committee whose decisions shall be final.
